Superintendent Craske reported on the following:

» Mr. Beussink will be at the November meeting to discuss the Annual Financial Statement
and the annual district audit. State auditors will be in the week of October 25 to review
the NCLB grants.

> The State owes Anna District No. 37 111,365 from FY10 and now owes $73,778 for the
current fiscal year (FY11).

» The grant for Pre-K was approved and the program began October 12. Currently, there
are 19 students in each classroom.

» The District is exploring health insurance options.

» The cheerleading sponsor has asked for competitions to be approved for her squad.
They are willing to pay for the added activities through their activity funds. The Board
directed the Superintendent to allow the squad to have one additional fund raiser and to
participate in 2 competitions as long as there is no cost to the District.

Mr. Spain reported:
» CPR trainings have been successful. The Board also discussed the possibility of having
CPR training for bus drivers in the summer.
> PBIS is showing an increase in referrals. Increase in enroliment, changes in duties and
supervision could be factors.
> Basketball teams have had tryouts and games are scheduled.

Mr. Laster reported:

» School and District report cards were presented.

» Teachers have participated in several professional development activities.

» Green Street in front of the Jr. High will become a no passing zone and new crossing
areas will be painted. Chief Foster and the City Council have been working to get the
resolutions in place. There have been concerns about safety in front of the building.

> There will be a law enforcement drill on 10/20/2010. Parents have been notified that the
schools are practicing a lock down situation.
